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Specialty Products

The town produces watermelons,
carrots, tomatoes, peanuts and many
other agricultural products that boast of
excellent quality. Their distinctive and
delicious taste is enjoyed by tourists
and residents alike, who buy these local
products at the Michi-no-eki roadside
shop and the Sora-no-eki store near
the airport. Come and savor the town's
produce, grown with the blessings of the
soil. Shibayama is also rich in cultivated
flowering plants, with sandersonia
(Chinese lantern lilies) and zantedeschia
(calla lilies) among its well-known
varieties.
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Cultural Properties

The Shibayama Kofun Group consists of four
‘keyhole’ tumuli and 13 round tumuli. A host of
haniwa clay figures were unearthed from two of
these tomb mounds, the Tonozuka and Himezuka
tumuli, when excavation was conducted in 1956.
Shibayama Nioson (Kannonkyo-ji Temple), which
dates back to the Nara Period, has a variety of
cultural properties, including its massive three-
story stupa and the Nio statues in the Nio Gate.
In the warring days of the feudal period in
Japan, local warlords based in the present day
Shibayama area constructed many Buddhist
statues which may still be seen scattered
throughout the area.
